David,

We know very little about the specifics of the Provident project but

here is what we know. Provident submitied two applications to the Texas
Department of Housing and Community Affairs for tax-exempt bond and tax
credit projects at 500 E. Camp Wisdom. The projects are called Rose
Court Il and Chicory Court in the State application and each application

lists the size as 250 units. Rose Court llf is also known as Memorial

Park Townhomes. The project has received an allocation of tax-exempt
bonds from the Texas Bond Review Board. The City Council and the Texas
Depariment of Housing and Community Affairs must both approve he tax
credits. 1t is our understanding that aithough there were two project
applications, only one project would be built.

The Housing Depariment has not received any project information from the
developer. We have been advised that the partnership in place at the

time the applications was submitted has changed. We do not know who the
new partners or developer are now. '

It is importani lo note thal the Dallas Housing Finance Corporation has
prefiminarily approved a tax-exempt bond/tax credit project of 250 units
submitted by Southwest Housing Development for a project called Rosemont
@ Laureland to be located at 330 E. Camp Wisdom. This project has also
received a bond allocation from the Texas Bond Review Board and must be
approved by the City Council and TDHCA. This project already has the

appropriate zoning.

If the Provident project is approved, the City will receive $1500
application fee. If the Southwest project is approved, the City's
finance corporation will receive about $85,000.

An application for a Planned Development District for mixed
uses and the termination of a portion of SUP No. 187 for a
cemetery and mortuary use and a private recreation club or
area for a golf driving range on property zoned an R-7.5{(A)
Single Family District with Specific Use Permit No. 187.
Consideration will be given to an MF-1(A} Multifamily District.

The purpose of this request is to allow for the construction of a
residential development that consists of approximately 250
muitifamily units a well as single family uses on approximately
70 acres of land.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

e The applicant is proposing to change the existing R-7.5(A) Single Family District to a
Planned Development District for mixed uses to allow for the construction of a
residential development which will include multifamily and single family uses.

« The applicant is proposing to develop the property in 2 phases: Phase | will consist
of the development of 250 multifamily units and a 1-story clubhouse. A significant
portion of the multifamily development will be developed west of a new north-south
street with the remaining units being developed east of the new street and south of a
creek. The applicant will have to submit a detailed development plan for CPC
approval for the single-family development in Phase Il

« The applicant is seeking to receive funds from the Texas Department of Housing
and Community Affairs (TDHCA) under their “Low Income Housing Tax Credit or
Bond Financing’” program. This program will provide the applicant with the
necessary funds for land acquisition and for construction cost for the multifamily
development.

« Under the new provisions of the TDHCA rules {the 2004 Qualified Allocation Plan -
and Rules), if the development is located in a municipality, which includes the City of
Dallas, that has more than twice the State average of units per capita supported by
Low Income Housing Tax Credits or private activity bonds, the applicant must obtain
approval of the development from City Council.

7oning History: There has been one zoning change requested in the area.

1. Z034-143 On August 7, 2003, the City Plan
Commission recommended approval of
the applicant’s request for a CH Cluster
housing District, subject to deed
restrictions volunteered by the applicant
on property zoned an MF-1(A)

STAFF ANALYSIS:

Land Use Compatibility: Staif has reviewed the applicant's request and from a land
use prospective, has determined that the proposed development may be compatible
with the surrounding residential uses. The property is flat, irregular in shape and is
undeveloped with a large amount of trees that is surrounding a creek that transverses
throughout the site. The site is contiguous to undeveloped land to the north and east,
single family uses and a church to the west, and undeveloped land, an electrical station
and single family uses that are south of Camp Wisdom Road.

The applicant is proposing to develop the 70-acre site in 2 phases: Phase 1 will consist
of the development of 250 multifamily units and a 1-story clubhouse. A significant
portion of the multifamily development will be developed west of a new north-south

_ street with the remaining units to be developed east of the new street and south of a

creek. Phase ! wil consist of the construction of approximately 250 single-family
homes. The single-family homes will wrap around the multifamily development
beginning northeast of the Unnamed Road and Cheery Creek Point. The applicant will
have to submit a detailed development plan for CPC approval for the single-family
development in Phase ll. Furthermore, the applicant has indicated that the lot sizes will
vary between 5,000 sguare feet to 10,000 square feet lots. The representative has
indicated that a minimum of 10% of the single-family lots will be 10,000 square feet.

Staff is concemed with the amount of undeveloped land that is zoned for muliifamily
uses in the area and an adjacency issue as it relates to the location of the proposed
multifamily uses to the existing single family uses. The applicant proposed 20-foot
building setback is not an adequate distance to buffer andfor screen the adjacent single

family development.

The city's zoning use map reveals that there are several tracis of undeveloped land in
the area that are zoned for Multifamily. Staff believes that the applicant could construct
their multifamily projects within these existing Multifamily Districts without rezoning
Single Family Districts. For example, PD No. 49, which is adjacent to the request site,
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has been approved for a variety of uses that includes multifamily uses with a community
center, office uses, shopping center uses and a funeral home. Moreover, staif has
determined that applicant's request can be addressed via other methods, such as

straight zoning.

The Dallas Development Code defines the purpose of a PDD as one that provides
flexibility in the planning/construction of a development consisting of a combination of
land uses that are sensitive to contiguous tand use and environmental features.

Traffic; The Engineering Section of the Department of Development Services has
reviewed the request and made the following recommendations: '

1. A left turn pocket is required for eastbound Camp Wisdom at the Unnamed
proposed Collector (Buford Drive). The exact location and length will be
determined by the consulting engineer and submitted for approval by
DDS/Engineering Division. Approval of the location and length of the Unnamed
collector will be made prior to the applicant receiving a certificate of occupancy
for the proposed buildings. Developer must pay all costs with respect to design
and construction of this left-turn lane.

2. The proposed Unnamed Callector (Buford Drive) is shown on the thoroughfare
Plan with an RC/M-4-U designation with a 60-foot ROW and it needs to be
dedicated to the City thru platiing process. Design and construction of this
roadway is developer’s responsibility.
